* Ka Hsaw Wa * The Trial: UNOCAL vs. People of Burma 
Ka Hsaw Wa is Co-Founder and Co-Director of EarthRights International (ERI); Winner of the 1999 Goldman Environmental Prize, the 1999 Reebok Human Rights Award and the Conde Nast Environmental Award. He was captured and tortured during 1988 democracy uprising. Upon his release, he fled the country and founded ERI. He has traveled clandestinely to remote areas of Burma to interview witnesses and victims of human rights abuses perpetrated by the Burma’s Junta and California based Unocal Corporation. He found that the killings, rape, torture, forced labor and relocation of villages were all connected to the exploitation of natural resources in the name of development. His talks will focus on the case against Unocal for human rights abuses committed against villagers living along the Yadana pipeline route. The case is a breakthrough for foreign victims trying to sue multinational corporations for their alleged collaboration with repressive regimes in human rights abuses.

Min Zin is an exiled youth activist, leading journalist and an editor from Thailand based Irrawaddy Magazine. He fled Burma after 9 years of hiding and operating underground.
